Institute (GBI) in Switzerland. From the city of the Reformation Fathers is exploding a new
reformation—learning online.

When GBI first contacted eDOT for help in establishing an online learning department, it
was obvious that there was great potential throughout the French-speaking world. In the
years that followed, eDOT oriented Bob Winslow, the director of GBI Online, to Moodle—
the program eDOT uses to offer onling g s e comanmen o v
courses. Bob has helped to develop a et S
curriculum that enables French-speaking
believers to study God's Word in a
systematic format equivalent to the first-
year program on campus. He has also
trained the professors at GBI regarding
creative ways to present course material
in the online format.

Attendance for each online course that [T Trw—————r-r
GBI offered in 2009 grew, from 25 to 30 S '
to 35. Students—ranging from medical
doctors to housewives—were divided
into two groups for each class, making dialogue groups more manageable. In each online
course 50 percent of a student’s grade is based on participation in weekly forum discussions,
with the remaining weight of the grade being put on a final written paper.

GBI is offering three new courses in 2010

The future is bright for GBI's expanding online program! It is hoped that, in the years ahead,
courses can be developed for use with GBI's extension programs in French-speaking
Senegal and Rwanda. If you know a French speaker interested in studying God's Word, tell
them about GBI Online.
