     “Sometimes we use the phrase, ‘I’ll pray about it,’ as an excuse to not respond to a need 
when, in fact, God wants to use us to meet that need.” This statement from the pastor’s 

message stayed with Eric after the service in June 2008. 
The next day he received an email from Courtney, who 
works with eDOT, telling of an urgent need for a technical 
team to serve at Greater Europe Mission’s (GEM) Annual 
Conference that August. The team that had planned to 
come had cancelled—leaving those responsible in a tight 
spot. Eric began to reply, “I’ll pray about it.” And then he 
remembered his pastor’s sermon. He went upstairs and 
told his wife, “I’ve learned that GEM needs a team of 
technicians to help at their annual conference. Since I 
have the time and know some students who might want 
to go with me, I think I should try to put a team together.” 
That day Mark Five, a community of Christians uniquely 
prepared to solve 
computing technology

     Eric teaches Computer Science at Corban College & 
Graduate School in Salem, Oregon. He immediately called 
his friend, Corey, and they recruited several students to form 
a team for GEM’s Annual Conference in August 2008 to help 
missionaries with technical problems on their computers.

     Mark Five was formally organized to coordinate efforts and 
funding for future short-term teams. The technicians—from

checked for viruses, and rebuilt. With a year of experience behind them, the team was able to 
service even more computers—46 in total. This year several team members brought their wives 
and Eric brought his daughter to help with child care and other service projects for the GEM 
conference. In addition, Sue F.,a Canadian, joined Mark Five as a computer trainer.
     As missionaries with GEM, we at eDOT work closely with the Technical Team at our Annual 
Conference each year. We want to applaud and thank Mark Five for its unique and practical 
ministry, enabling missionaries to serve Christ more effectively.
